The Knights of Columbus was founded by 
Fr. Michael McGivney in 1882 at St. Mary’s 
Parish in New Haven, Connecticut.  He and 
twelve parishioners saw a need for an 
organization to serve the Church, Parish 
Community and to help widows and 
orphans.      

Council #13956 is a fairly new council 
chartered in 2006 and blessed to be named 
after our most awesome Holy Father, Pope 
Paul II.  We are affiliated with St. Peter 
Parish in downtown Omaha.
